Thematic scientific presentations 12 h

In each area the each consortium (and ECMWF)  is responsible for giving and overview of its scientific developments and plans. It may be given by Area leaders/ WG leaders, experts or the leader of the Consortium. May contain scientific talks on recent developments (provided that the overview has been covered too). 

Lead centre reports should be integrated with these presentations. It should be mostly covered by the Consortia presentations but additional aspects may be some inter-consortia work. Workshops can be dealt with in the SRNWP session.

Each session is about 2-2.5 hours and ends with a discussion in each subject.

The themes would normally be:

Data assimilation and use of observations

Dynamics

Physics

Predictability

Actual results of models and verification to be included.
Each consortium would have 2-2.5 hours in total. Consortia responsible for attracting speakers. Coordination between the consortia and the SRNWP coordinator.
The programme committee consists of local host

The discussions should identify possibilities for exchanges and inter-consortia collaboration

SRNWP session 2h (max)

SRNWP business matters as requited by members and by EUMETNET Council

Workshops and other meetings

Common research proposals

Optional Consortia Management group and ECMWF session (3h after meeting or last day)

Discuss more concrete collaboration and exchanges and make proposals.

Who should go to EWGLAM?

National reps

Consortia leaders

WG leaders if possible and/or experts

Interested other scientists and particularly young scientists are encouraged to participate. Many of these may be from the host country or nearby countries.

How long time do we need for EWGLAM?

About 18 hours – Mo 5 h ; Tu 6 h We 6 h ; Thu 2h Excursion ; optional session on Thu morning.

What is the role of SRNWP in relation to EWGLAM?

SRNWP meeting is integrated with the EWGLAM meeting. 

EWGLAM meeting agrees to assign enough time for the SRNWP business, normally no more than 2 h.
